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1. Hoshaku-ji Temple Site - Tenjinyamashimojo Site
(Yamasaki Aza-Fujizuka 794)

Ancient village on the hill

The excavated point is located to 1.8km the south-southeast from JR Ofuna Station. We have
found residence site of Yayoi Period to Heian Period and medieval graves in this remain. The
site seems to be suitable for the settlement, because there must be sunny and it sloped towards
the southeast of the hill. We have discovered fragments of “Gato”, earthenware pagoda of Heian
period, in the highest point of the excavation site. It is very rare case to discover Gato in the
Kanagawa prefecture, and it has been first time to find Gato in Kamakura-city.

Also from excavated parts of Gorinto (five-storied stone pagoda), there were at least seventeen
Gorintoes and we could see that there were religious facilities. These small pagodas are
thought to have been mass-produced in the early Middle Ages. The shape of these pagodas is
completely different from the shape of the Gorinto of Jokomyo-ji temple which has typical style
of Kanto district in Kamakura Period.

2. Kuwagayatsu Ryobyoin Site (Hase 3-592-5)
Land development in the Middle Ages

The excavated point is located to 400m the north from Hase station of Enoshima Electric
Railway Line. We have discovered a site of building, a well, pole pits, a level the ground , the
remnants of an old stone wall of 13th -16th century.

It seems that The monk Ninsho established a hospital for invalids in Kuwagayatsu in 1287. As a
result of this investigation, we could confirm the excavated relics in the around were same ages,
but not make sure whether the relics were hospital site’s one. Also there was not residence
site though, but we have discovered earthenwares of the Kofun Period and the Jomon Period.
It suggest that people would have used this valley for making a living in the Jomon Period, so
the valley means that it has been already the land there at this ages. In other word, it has not
already been the sea. This is very valuable data for us.

3. Wakamiya-Oji-Shuhen-Isekigun Site (Komachi 1-329-1)

A street used for 200 years

The excavated point is located to 300m the east from JR Kamakura Station. We have
discovered a street which runs east and west has been used for 2 century in the 13th -15th
century. We have confirmed that the stone paved street had 6 m width and it had been repaired
7 times. In the past investigations, we have already found the street estimated Komachi-Oji
runs south and north. We have considered that this newly discovered street tied with Komachi-
Oji and Wakamiya-Oji. Although the only discovery this time was the street and the ditches,
we learned that many buildings were lined up in the north and south of this road from the past
excavation in the neighborhood.

4. Mandokoro Site (Yukinoshita 3-977-1)

A site of huge fire

The excavated point is located to the east near a precinct of Tsurugaoka-Hachimangu shrine.
It has been found a well, ditches, remains of buildings in the 13th -14th century. We could see
that the place called “Mandokoro” was an ancient government office of Kamakura shogunate. The
excavated buildings were near the well, so we suppose that they were not center of Mandokoro,
they were a sort of kitchen. On the surface of relics, a large amount of carbide accumulated.
From the excavated relics in the carbide stratum, the buildings were destroyed by fires in the
first half of the 13th century. According to Azuma Kagami (historical chronicle of the Middle
Ages), there were five fires at the buildings. in 1219, 1240, 1244, 1261 and 1331. The ruins are
considered to be related to one of these fires.

5. Shakuzen-Iseki Site (Juniso Aza-Shakuzen 944-1)

Continuation of land compartmentation changes

Excavated point is located to an entrance of Shakuzen valley. We have discovered a well,
remains of fire, gravel roads and ditches. In this site, ancient people dug ditches frequently, so
we could see that the land compartmentation changed very much.

Iron glazed yellow plate

The large plate made in Quanzhou, Fujian Province in southern China. It was drawn plants by
iron glaze on the painted yellow glaze. (13th century)

Crockery

Old crockery made in present Seto City, Aichi Prefecture has been excavated. Bowls, lids
of jars were excavated from ditches. Many of these wares are late Koseto style. (14th-15th
century)
