Contribution)
(i) Prepare and adapt for the impacts of climate change and build up a climate and disaster resilient region
2. Within two years after the commitment, | prepare and submit a Climate and Energy Action Plan which contains the
targets to realize the above pledges, a municipal scale greenhouse gas emission inventory and concrete policy
measures to achieve the targets, and thereafter | takes actions according to the Plan.
3. Every two years, | submit a progress report of the Plan.
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
