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Buried Cultural Properties in Kamakura 11

1. The sites surrounding Wakamiya-Oji

The sites surrounding Wakamiya-Qji is central area of medieval city Kamakura. The sites
area is between Namerikawa and Ima-Koji, Wakamiya-Oji as a center. Research position is on
the north of Hongakuji Temple.

The pit building was discovered 23 and more, for the archaeological investigation. And many
ceramic wares ware discovered. Those were produced in China, were imported mainly in
Kamakura. Many celadon bowls discovering concentration is observed.

The pit building is thought warehouse. Discovering the pit building of Kamakura era is one
of most important in Japanese archaeological investigation.

2. The sites surrounding Wakamiya-Oji

This research position is the sites surrounding Wakamiya-QOji too. This place is on the west of
Wakamiya-Oji.

Discovering the many “Kawarake” is observed. “Kawarake” is earthenware, and it is dispos-
able cup. The circumstance which was many used was discovered for the archaeological investi-
gation.

Harness was discovered in those. But harness is few in Kamakura sites. Because these are
repaired, and it is succeeded.

With other things, the groove and the well, the building was discovered.

3. Kamakura-Jyo

The investigation position is on a north of the Kamakura city hall. This position has a legend
as Muryouji Temple.

The trace of temple of Kamakura era was discovered. The two building was discovered for
archaeological investigation. Those are thought “Hojyo” and “Kuri”. “Hojyo” is monk’s living
room. “Kuri” is kitchen in the temple.

There are many graves in Kamakura hill. These graves are called “Yagura”. “Yagura” graves
were discovered in this investigation position too.
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4. Ima-Koji west site

Ima-Koji west site is on the west Ima-Koji. Ima-Koji is one of mainly north and south road in
Kamakura city. This research position is on the south Kamakura city welfare center.

The pit building and trace of pillar was discovered many. The pit building is thought warehouse
as same as the sites surrounding Wakamiya-Oji.

The trace of river in Kofun era was discovered. This trace is thought Sasuke river of Kofun
era. When thinking of Kamakura topography of Kofun era, it is important.

The ceramic is recorded Wowari, it was discovered.
Wowari is thought Aichi prefecture of present. It has shown production area.

5. The site of Nozoji Temple

This research position is on the north Raigoji Temple.This area is called “Nozoji” This position
has a legend as Temple of Kamakura era.

The graves were discovered 26 and more, for the archaeological investigation. These graves
were made between the Muromati era and the Edo era. The bone of the person lied in the
grave. He had the coin and the cup. Those are the funeral item.

When you look at the figure, their bodies it has not extended. Either direction of the head is
not standardized.
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
